DOES THE FUTURE HAVE A CHURCH?
The church of the future may not look like the church of today, Dwight Friesen told about 40 people at the “Does the Future Have a Church” conference held at TMUC, Oct. 2-3.
Friesen, who teaches at Mars Hill Graduate School in Seattle, presented three lectures.  

He said the church once seemed to be secure, but now declining memberships and resources have shaken those foundations.

The “bedrock is now sand,” he said. 

The church needs to discern, or figure out, what God is doing in the world, he said. He said Christians should ask themselves, “What is God’s dream for creation?”

“God is in the process of transforming us to do something new,” Friesen said. 

He said the church may be on the edge of an abyss, a time when the church moves from what is known and comfortable into a new way of being.
Friesen led people in ‘body prayers’ and ‘Lectio Devina” -  a prayerful way of listening to a reading.
